The apartment’s key original features - such

as the exposed ceiling and concrete framework
- are retained in order to preserve the legacy of
this iconic landmark. These original features are
combined with new elements, such as the
herringbone wood floor and the minimalist
window frames, which reference the
architectural features of housing complexes of
the modern movement of the 1960s and 70s and
are bought up to date with contemporary finishes.

The key idea is to retain the volume of the
original building in the apartment, where

the modular grid is updated to include three
different materials. Private areas are covered in
opaque panels of marble; translucent concrete
is used for the middle zones, where interactive
shadows create a theatre of movement by

the habitation of the space; and glass is used
extensively to make the most of the show
stopping views of the Acropolis on one side
and Mount Lycabettus on the other.
